The
cellist is a member of ARMONAS TRIO and ARMONAS-USS DUO and also works as a professor at the
Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theatre and Vytautas Magnus University. In 2018, he was also invited to run
the Department of Chamber Ensemble at the Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theatre.

In 1975, the musician graduated from Lithuanian State Conservatoire (the class of Prof. S. Sondeckiené)
and continued hispost graduate studies at Moscow State Tchaikovsky Conservatory (the class of Prof. V. Feigin).

In 1980, R. Armonas was grant ed the first prize at the International Cello Competition in Minsk
(Belarus). The musician has been acknowledged as one of the mostout standing cellists of Lithuania. He has
been performing actively as a soloist and as a member of various chamber ensembles. Also, the cellist has given
multiple concerts in Lithuania, various European countries, Canada, Japan and Algeria. R. Armonas has
participated in prestigious classical and contemporary music festivals in Lithuania and abroad (including the 3rd
International Cello Congress in Kobe, Japan). He has performed together with different Lithuanian and foreign
symphony as well as chamber orchestras under the baton of Lithuanian conductors J. Domarkas, S. Sondeckis,
M. Pitrénas, M. Dvarionaité, D. Katkus and M. Barkauskas as well as such foreign conductors as P. Berman
(Italy), O. Grangean (France), A. Engelbrechtand E. Leonov (Belarus) and B. Raisky (Russia).

In 2003, the concert of ARMONAS TRIO housed at the Grand Hall of the Lithuanian National
Philharmonic Society was broadcast to seventeen countries by Euro radio. R. Armonas hasled cello master
course sand interpretation seminars in Finland, Belarus, Latvia, the Netherlands, Belgium, France, Poland,
Germany and Sweden. As a jury member, the cellist has participated in various international competitions in
Poland, Belarus, Moldova and Lithuania. His repertoire comprises Multiple works by contemporary composers
from different countri es along with variou spieces of classical music.

DAVIDE ALOGNA has eclectic and international music education. He graduated both in violin and
piano with honour at Conservatorio G. Verdi in Como and he obtain his master diploma in solist violin and
chambre music at the Conservatoire Superieur Paris with a Premier Prix a [’Unanimité. He also studied
composition and graduated with a special mention at Accademia Musicale Chigiana of Siena with Giuliano
Carmignola that describes him as an amazing talent.

In 2017, Davide was invited by La Scala Orchestra to play concerts as guest soloist in Europe and on the
29th of October debuted at the Teatro Alla Scala of Milan with the La Scala Chamber Orchestra. Davide has
already debuted in many important halls such as Carnegie Hall (Stern Hall), Teatro alla Scala, Berliner
Philarmonie, Suntory Hall of Tokyo, Smetana Hall of Prague, Grand Theatre of Shangai, Salle Cortot of Paris,
Gasteig and Herkulesalle in Germany, Palacio de Bellas Artes in Mexico City, Mahidol Hall of Bangkok and
the Verdi Auditorium of Milan.

He has been accompanied by some of the world’s leading orchestras, including La Scala Chamber
Orchestra, Arturo Toscanini Philarmonic, Orchestra da Camera di Mantova, Orchestra Filarmonica Italiana,
Sanremo Symphony, Thailand Philarmonic Orchestra, Munich Kammerphilharmonie, Tchaikovsky
Philarmonic, Northern Czech Philharmonic, Chamber Orchestra of New York, New England Symphony, Mexico

and in 2010 he was awarded the Excellence Prize in Music in Milan.

In 2009 he has given a Stradivari for different exhibitions for RAI 1, for the Council of Ministers, and a
tournée with J. Brahms Sonatas in U.S.A. On May 2019 has released his debut album for Warner Classics.

Davide has recorded for different labels including Naxos, Brilliant Classics, Amadeus, Velut Luna,
Phoenix Classics. His recordings have aired on radio stations such as RAI Radio 3, Radio Classica, Swiss Italian
Radio, Venice Classical and Radio France. Amadeus Magazine chose Davide twice as Artist of the Month and
published articles on his recordings of F. Schubert Violin Sonatas and O. Respighi’s Violin Concertos. In
September 2016 Davide released a CD of music for violin and piano with the pianist Bruno Canino for the
national magazine Suonare News.

In 2018 he recorded for Naxos a CD with 3 world premiere of Mario Castelnuovo Tedesco violin works
as the 3rd Concerto for violin and piano dedicated to Jascha Heifetz that received 5 stars from many
international musical magazine as Musica and BBC Magazine Davide Alogna is Professor of Violin at the

Markas Poveris (Marc Power)
(Svedija, Stokholmas / Sweden, Stockholm)

MARC POWER - artist of the Stockholm Royal Opera Orchestra, concertmaster of the Stockholm
Strauss Orchestra and the Swedish Royal Chamber Orchestra, member of the Power Strings and of the
Stockholm Ensemble. M. Power born 1951 in the city of Tashkent in Uzbekistan in a family of musicians. At the
age of seven, Marc started playing the violin in a class led by his father Naom Power (who was a student of
Bronz, Starlarsky and at the Moscow Conservatory, Abram Yampolsky). In 1968-69 he began studies at the
Academy of Music (prof. M. Rejson). At the same time, he got a place as the 1st violinist in a string quartet,
employed in Uzbek radio and television.

In 1970-1990 he was employed as 1st concertmaster in Bolshoi’s Academic Theater, Opera and Ballet in
Tashkent. In 1987, he received the medal Highly deserved / merited artist from the Government of Karakalpak.
In 1988, he was awarded the title and medal Highly Deserved / Meritorious Artist by the Government of
Uzbekistan for major contributions to the development of the culture of the Republic.

Marc often appeared as a chamber musician and soloist in classical and newly written works by Soviet
composers with orchestra. In February 1990, he moved to Sweden with his family and has been a permanent
employee of the 1st Violin Meeting in the Royal Court Orchestra since 1991. For shorter and longer periods, he
has acted as conductor in the orchestra.

P. Tchaikovsky Conservatory in one of the most famous cello teachers - prof. N. Shakovskaya-class. In 1989 he
started working as a concertmaster of the cello group of the Lithuanian State Symphony Orchestra. In 1990
Kulikauskas was invited to play in the Lithuanian Quartet. Since 1996 he works as a concertmaster of the
LNSO cello group. In 2004 he began teaching at the LMTA. One of the most important activities of the cellist is
popularization of the contemporary music of Lithuanian composers. He performed works by V. Bartulis,
F. Latenas, O. Balakauskas, A. Senderovas at Vilnius, Gaida and Kristupas summer festivals. He played
A. Rekasius’ Concerto for cello and orchestra with the LNSO, recorded works by O. Balakauskas on compact
discs (English company ASV and Swedish BIS), and LMIPC (Lithuania) recorded opuses for cello and piano by
V. Jakubenas and F. Latenas.

A particularly significant area of the performer’s concert activities is chamber music. The cellist had to
struggle with P. Geniusas, P. Berman, V. Cepinskis, A. Budrys, G. Jakaitis, as well as with the famous French
ensemble Ysaye Quartet and Vilnius State Quartet.

Currently, E. Kulikauskas plays not only in the LNSO, but also in the contemporary music ensemble
Gaida and in the piano trio Kaskados. The cellist has performed with the above-mentioned ensembles in many
European countries — Israel, Japan, Canada, South Korea, and South America. At the IX International J. Brahms
Chamber Ensemble Competition in Austriathe performer won the first prize together with the Cascade Trio.

DMITRY MIKHAYLOV - founder and director of S. I. Savshinsky International music competition
(Saint-Petersburg, Russia) and Stockholm International music competition (Sweden), freelance cellist and
teacher.

Petersburg cellist D. Mikhailov was born in Leningrad (dabar — Saint Petersburg) in 1978. In 1993 he
graduated from the Okhtinsky Centre for Aesthetic Education in cello class with Natalia Vasilievna Tolbukhina,
in 1999 - from M. Mussorgsky Music College i cello perfomance with Lev Fishkov and conducting with Lev
Savich. In 2004, he graduated from the N. A. Rimsky-Korsakov Saint Petersburg State Conservatory in the cello
class of Professor, People’s Artist of the Russian Federation Sergey Roldugin.

Since the mid-1990s, he began playing chamber music with his father, a professor at the N. A. Rimsky-
Korsakov Saint Petersburg State Conservatory, pianist lvan Mikhailov, as well as with his students and
colleagues. He participated in many concerts on many concert stages in the city.

From 1999 to 2007 he worked as an artist and later as second concertmaster of the State Symphony
Orchestra in St. Petersburg, from 2007 to 2014 - as an artist in the Governo’s Orchestra in St. Petersburg
(formerly — Leningrad Radio Orchestra) under the direction of People’s Artist of the Russian Federation
Stanislav Gorkovenko. He has repeatedly toured in Russia and abroad as part of these orchestras, currently he
also continues his touring activities with ensemble programs in various styles and acts not only as an artist, but
also as an organizer of cultural and educational concerts for Russian youth.

In 2008, he founded and led the international educational organization Center for International
Educational Programs. In 2009, he became the founder and main organizer of the annual children’s
International Music Competition named after S. I. Savshinsky. In 2009, he participated in the international
scientific and practical conference Music Education in the Modern World: Dialogue of Times on the basis of the
Faculty of Music at the Rossiyskiy Gosudarstvennyy Pedagogicheskiy Universitet im. A. I. Gertsena (formerly
Leningrad State Pedagogical Institute).

In 2010, he became one of the founders and organizers of the Stockholm International Music Competition
(SIMC). In 2010, he established an international scientific conference Innovations in the education system at the
intermediate level, which is successfully held within the framework of SIMC. In 2011, by Commission Decision
of the Joint Interdisciplinary Committee for Awards, he was awarded the medal For Contributions to National
Culture.

After 2014, he focused mainly on concert activities as an ensemble player and continued to play
individual programs in St. Petersburg Philharmonic Orchestra. Since 2016, he regularly conducts master
classes in Sweden and Lithuania, has repeatedly participated in the jury in various international competitions.

The competitions founded by Dmitry Mikhailov have entered in the musical lives of Petersburg and
Stockholm and have become popular among a wide range of artists and teachers around the world.
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
