ROBERTAS BEINARIS graduated from J. Naujalis Music Gymnasium in Kaunas (teacher V. Masteika),
completed post-graduate studies at the Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theatre (Associate Prof. R. Staskus);
earned the degree of the Licentiate of Arts. In 2002—2003, he honed his skills at the Lyon National Music
Conservatoire (Prof. J. L. Capezzali and J. Guichard). In 2013, Beinaris embarked on the Doctoral Studies at the
Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theatre (Prof. A. Vizgirda and Prof. A. Ziuraityte), which he completed
obtaining PhD in Music degree in 2014. The oboist teaches at the Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theatre,
Vilnius J. Tallat-Kelpsa Conservatoire and B. Dvarionas Music School, is a member of the Lithuanian National
Philharmonic Society’s Musica Humana Chamber Ensemble and has served as its Artistic Director since
December 2018.

Beinaris organises the Championship of Lithuanian Oboists, the Liutauras Vébra International Oboe
Competition, the International Chamber Ensemble Competition Musical Watercolour, J. Pakalnis International
Competition of Wind and Percussion Instruments, and the International Festival for Oboe Players of which he is
an artistic director. In 2007, he formed the Lithuanian Oboe Quartet and served as its artistic director. In 2010,
the Quartet grew into a Quintet. In 2009, Beinaris was voted the best soloist at the Lithuanian Championship for
Wind Bands. He is a 2nd prize winner at J. Pakalnis International Competition of Wind and Percussion
Instruments and holds a diploma from the International Oboe Competition in Poland. In 2001, he won 1st prize
at J. Andrejs International Woodwind Competition in Riga.

As a soloist the oboist appeared with Tuscan SO, Innsbruck SO, Lvov Philharmonic SO, the Lithuanian
National SO, the Lithuanian State SO, the LAMT SO, the International Youth SO Operetta in Kaunas Castle and
B. Dvarionas Music School student symphony orchestra, as well as the Lithuanian, Klaipéda, St. Christopher,
Siauliai and Kiev Soloists chamber orchestras, Hundisburg Summer Music Academy Orchestra, Vilnius
University Orchestra, Kremerata Baltica, Camerata Klaipeda and Accademia Baltica, the Lithuanian Armed
Forces Band, the Lithuanian State Wind Instrument Orchestra Trimitas, and Palanga Wind Orchestra. He has
collaborated with M. K. Ciurlionis Quartet, Kaunas String Quartet and Banchetto musicale.

As a soloist and a member of various chamber ensembles, he has given concerts in the USA, Sweden,
Poland, Latvia, Estonia, Norway, Denmark, Finland, Austria, Germany, Russia, Belarus, France, Italy, Belgium,
Switzerland, the Czech Republic, and Ukraine; participated in many Lithuanian and foreign chamber music
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festivals. Beinaris often performs music by Lithuanian composers also being its first performer. He can be heard
on more than ten CDs, including two personal: Mosaic of Lithuanian Music and Oboe Ornaments.

Since 2011, Beinaris has served as the head of the Wind and Percussion Department at the Lithuanian
Academy of Music and Theatre, where in 2017 he was honoured with the professorship. In 2014, Buffet Group,
manufacturer of wind instruments (France), included him in the list of the most notable oboists. In 2015, the
Lithuanian Musicians’ Union awarded Beinaris with the Gold Disc Award.

Dirbdamas pedagoginj darba, V. Bruzas aktyviai koncertavo: yra surenges daug soliniy koncerty Lietuvoje
ir uzsienyje (daugiausia su pianiste I. Maknaviciene); koncertavo su Klaipédos Mazosios Lietuvos simfoniniu,
Klaipedos universiteto kameriniu orkestrais. Taip pat grojo Klaipédos valstybinio muzikinio teatro simfoniniame
orkestre, buvo trimity grupés koncertmeisteris.

1986 m. subtiré Klaipédos variniy puciamyjy kvintetq. Su $iuo kolektyvu surengé daugiau nei 250 koncerty
Lietuvoje, Rusijoje, Vokietijoje, Olandijoje, Pranctizijoje, Danijoje, Lenkijoje. Dalyvavo trijuose tarptautiniuose
konkursuose ir tapo jy laureatais, diplomantais, pelné apdovanojimy. Nemazai jo atliekamy muzikos kiiriniy yra
jraSyti ir saugomi Lietuvos televizijos ir radijo jraSy fonduose, iSleisti kasetése, kompaktinése plokstelese. 2007
m. V. Bruzas iSleido autoring kompaktine plokstele Sentimentale.

VILMANTAS BRUZAS - professor of the Academy of Arts of Klaipeda University (currently, the
Klaipeda Faculty of the Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theatre), a prize-winner of national and international
competitions, leader of Klaipeda Brass Quintet, member of jury and organizing committees at national and
international competitions.

In 1977, he graduated from the Lithuania State Conservatoire (currently, the Lithuanian Academy of Music
and Theatre) by the trumpet class under Z. Kazlauskas. During his studies, he joined the orchestra of the National
Opera House, and later the symphony orchestra of the National Philharmonic. Since 1977, he has been teaching
at the Klaipeda Faculties of the Lithuanian State Conservatoire (currently, the Klaipeda Faculty of the Lithuanian
Academy of Music and Theatre). In 19801983, he improved his playing skills under Professor J. Bolshijanov at
the N. A. Rimsky-Korsakov Conservatoire in Sankt Petersburg. In 1983, he took second place at the International
Contest of Performers in Latvia.

Besides his academic work, V. Bruzas actively participates in various concerts. He has given many solo
performances in Lithuania and abroad (mostly with the pianist, Assoc. Prof. Inga Maknaviciene); also has



performed with the Symphony Orchestra Lithuania Minor of Klaipeda and the Chamber Orchestra of Klaipeda
University. He also was a member of the symphony orchestra at the Klaipeda Music Theatre (concertmaster of
the trumpet group).

V. Bruzas gives recitals and performs with Lithuanian bands, orchestras, and instrumentalists. In 1986, he
formed the Klaipeda Brass Quintet. With the Brass Quintet, he has given over 200 concerts in Lithuania, Russia,
Germany, Holland, France, and Denmark; they took part in three international competitions and became their
prize winners. Quite a number of their performances were recorded by the Lithuanian Radio and TV, and three
cassettes and one CD were released. His last CD Sentimentale was recorded in 2007.

— Karaliskosios konservatorijos puCiamyjy instrumenty katedros vedéjas, orkestro vadovas-
koordinatorius, veda metodologijos kursus, seminarus ir praktinius uzsiémimus klarnetininkams,
instrumentalistams.

GIUSEPPE SAVERIO CURRAO born in a family of composing musicians, orchestral conductors, choir
and soloists of important theaters (grandfather Jose was solo trumpet and composer at B. Aires-Argentina’s Colon
Theater, directed by the great Arturo Toscanini and the excellent clarinettist father (his first teacher), and director
under whose direction he has been performing since the very young age of 9 years).

Musicologist, experienced teacher (Cremona School of Musical Paleography and Music Philology with
specialization in istory and Didactics of Music), conductor and ensemble ensembles, soloist and passionate
researcher and performer of unpublished music studied at the Conservatory of ME clarinet (Maestro Salvatore
Natale), composition (Master Bernardo Modaro) and piano (N. Torre).

Over 45 years of career, he has held more than 2000 concerts in solo and various formations in Italy and
abroad: (with P. Barman masters, internationally renowned violinist and pianist M. Pasini); With the Lithuanian
Arctic Quintet, with the trio G. Fontanella-G. Currao-M. Pasini, the Collegium Quartet of Kaunas, with the
ensemble of Il Salottiero winds, with the quartets of Clarinetti Barmann and P. Harvey, and with hundreds of
well-known musicians from all over the world Soloist with clarinet and basset clarinet with prestigious orchestras,
including: Kaunas Philharmonic Orchestra dir. G. Dalinkevicius and D. Hoffmann; The Symphonic Orchestra of
the National Theater of Klaipeda, Dir. G. Balbi, S. Domarkas; The Lithuanian Chamber Orchestra directed by
D. Hoffman; The orchestra of the Conservatives of Kaunas and Klaipeda, dir. S. Domarkas; In the 80's and 81's
he recorded for RAI TV, on several occasions, several concerts of classical and contemporary music with the
F. Cilea Chamber Complex, which he founded and directed.

He was assistant to the great clarinetist M° David Weber, Professor of Julliard School and University. Of
N.Y, and of the conductor (who has publicly defined it as excellent clarinetist) by M° Stasys Domarkas, formerly
of the Klaipeda Music Theater (LT). He has participated, as the only rapporteur for Italy, at the International
Scientific Conference on Music at the Klaipeda University in May 2001. He held about 2000 concerts in Italy and
abroad also in various formations among the Such as those in Trio with the famous violinist Pavel Berman,
together with pianist Marco Pasini, Giuliano Fontanella, Carmelo Nicotra, Mauro Scappini, Gian Rosario Presuitti,
Liliana Marzano, Giedre Zeicaite and many other great musicians.

RIMVYDAS SAVICKAS was born in Skuodas, a small town of Lithuania. At the age of six started to
sing in the town’s boys’ choir. Two years later he began playing the clarinet entering the town’s School of Art.
At the age of 14 he won First Prize in a National competition for young clarinetists, which led to his later
studies at the National M. K. Ciurlionis School of Art in the Capital, Vilnius, where he was coached by well-
known Lithuanian clarinetist, Algirdas Budrys. While studying there, he performed as a soloist with several
orchestras including Lithuanian State Wind Orchestra Trimitas, Kaunas City Symphony Orchestra, and a youth
orchestra Steiermark / Litauen.

In 2007 Savickas entered the Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theatre, where he continued studying
with Prof. A. Budrys. In 2011 he earned a Bachelor of Art of Performance Degree. During this periodhe
became a laureate of several National and International competitions, performed as a soloist with the Klaipéda
State musical theatre orchestra, and for one season held the position of the principal clarinet in the Kaunas
symphony orchestra. In addition, as an exchange student for one semester, he studied at The Royal Danish
Academy of Music and had an opportunity to play in the Danish National Radio symphony orchestra.

In 2014 Rimvydas Savickas graduated from the California State University of Fullerton, where he
earned his Master’s Degree in Music Performance, studying with internationally acclaimed clarinetist, Hakan
Rosengren, andreceived Frank J. And Jean Raymond Foundation, Inc. scholarship. During the studies he
performed as a soloist with the symphony and wind orchestras of the University, played in the Texas Festival
orchestra in Round Top, became an overall Grand-Prize winner of the 2013 Music Associates Concerto / Aria
Competition at the University, and was selected as one of the 10 best soloists from 138 participants in
International Ima Hogg competition in Houston. In addition, Savickas was invited to play in the Debut
Chamber Orchestra.

Since 2014 Savickas is active in Lithuania and abroad. He frequently performs as a soloist with
Klaipéda chamber orchestra, Lithuanian Military orchestra, Ciurlionis Quartet, Lithuanian National
symphony, Lithuanian State wind orchestra Trimitas and Lithuanian chamber orchestra. Among his latest
collaborations wasthe performance of C. M. von Weber Clarinet Concerto No. 2 with the Lithuanian National
symphony orchestra and a younger generation conductor, Tung-Chieh Chuang. Also, he has recently
performed the Concert piece for Clarinet and Basset horn No. 2 by F. Mendelssohn with french clarinetist,
Nicolas Baldeyrou, and Lithuanian Chamber Orchestra conducted by Vilmantas Kalitinas.
