J.Jensen kl.), véliau grojo Kauno miesto
simfoniniame orkestre, du sezonus buvo Baltijos jaunimo simfoninio orkestro narys, tapo tarptautinio konkurso
Jurmala 2008 (Latvia) laureatu. Kaip solistas koncertavo su Klaipédos valstybinio muzikinio teatro simfoniniu,
valstybiniu puc¢iamyjy instrumenty Trimitas, Kauno miesto simfoniniu orkestrais, jaunimo simfoniniu Steiermark-
Litauen (Das steirisch-litauische Jugendsinfonieorchester) orkestru, vedé atviras meistriSkumo pamokas
Klaipédos S. Simkaus konservatorijoje.

(H. Rosengren kl.), grojo solo su universiteto simfoniniu orkestru, taip pat Teksaso festivalio orkestre, o
tarptautiniame Ima Hogg konkurse Hiustone (i§ 138, grojusiy jvairiais instrumentais)pateko tarp deSimties
geriausiy solisty. R. Savicko studijoms JAV Frank J. And Jean Raymond Foundation, Inc fondas suteiké
stipendija.

2015-2017 m. klarnetininkas dalyvavo festivalyje Nepaklusniyjy Zemé. Kaip solistas koncertavo su
Klaipédos kameriniu, Lietuvos kariuomenés, Lietuvos Nacionaliniu simfoniniu, Lietuvos kameriniu, valstybiniu
puéiamyjy instrumenty Trimitas orkestrais ir M. K. Ciurlionio kvartetu. Tarp pastaryjy pasirodymy buvo
bendradarbiavimas scenoje su jaunos kartos dirigentu Tung-ChiehChuang ir su vienu labiausiai pripazinty
pranciizy klarnetininky — Nicolas Baldeyrou.

R. Savickas yra aktyvus ir kaip pedagogas, désto Lietuvos muzikos ir teatro akademijoje ir Nacionalingje
M. K. Ciurlionio meny mokykloje. Periodiskai veda meistriskumo kursus uZsienio 3aliy aukstosiose mokyklose:
Karaliskojoje Danijos Muzikos Akademijoje, Latvijos J. Vitolio Muzikos Akademijoje ir Vigo Konservatorijoje
Ispanijoje.

Rimvydas Savickas was born in Skuodas, a small town of Lithuania. At the age of six started to sing in the
town’s boys’ choir. Two years later he began playing the clarinet entering the town’s School of Art. At the age of



14 he won First Prize in a National competition for young clarinetists, which led to his later studies at the
National M. K. Ciurlionis School of Art in the Capital, Vilnius, where he was coached by well-known Lithuanian
clarinetist, Algirdas Budrys. While studying there, he performed as a soloist with several orchestras including
Lithuanian State Wind Orchestra Trimitas, Kaunas City Symphony Orchestra, and a youth orchestra Steiermark-
Litauen (Das steirisch-litauische Jugendsinfonieorchester).

In 2007 Savickas entered the Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theatre, where he continued studying with
Prof. A. Budrys. In 2011 he earned a Bachelor of Art of Performance Degree. During this periodhe became a
laureate of several National and International competitions, performed as a soloist with the Klaipéda State
musical theatre orchestra, and for one season held the position of the principal clarinet in the Kaunas symphony
orchestra. In addition, as an exchange student for one semester, he studied at The Royal Danish Academy of
Music and had an opportunity to play in the Danish National Radio symphony orchestra.

In 2014 Rimvydas Savickas graduated from the California State University of Fullerton, where he earned
his Master’s Degree in Music Performance, studying with internationally acclaimed clarinetist, Hakan Rosengren,
andreceived Frank J. And Jean Raymond Foundation, Inc. scholarship. During the studies he performed as a
soloist with the symphony and wind orchestras of the University, played in the Texas Festival orchestra in Round
Top, became an overall Grand-Prize winner of the 2013 Music Associates Concerto / Aria Competition at the
University, and was selected as one of the 10 best soloists from 138 participants in International Ima Hogg
competition in Houston. In addition, Savickas was invited to play in the Debut Chamber Orchestra.

Since 2014 Savickas is active in Lithuania and abroad. He frequently performs as a soloist with Klaipéda
chamber orchestra, Lithuanian Military orchestra, Ciurlionis Quartet, Lithuanian National symphony, Lithuanian
State wind orchestra Trimitas and Lithuanian chamber orchestra. Among his latest collaborations wasthe
performance of C. M. von Weber Clarinet Concerto No. 2 with the Lithuanian National symphony orchestra and a
younger generation conductor, Tung-Chieh Chuang. Also, he has recently performed the Concert piece for
Clarinet and Basset horn No. 2 by F. Mendelssohn with french clarinetist, Nicolas Baldeyrou, and Lithuanian
Chamber Orchestra conducted by Vilmantas Kalitinas.

Rimvydas Savickas currentlyholds a clarinet lecturer position at the Lithuanian Academy of Music and
Theater and teaches clarinet at the National M. K. Ciurlionis School of Art. Next to his teaching in Lithuania he
has given masterclasses abroad ininstitutions such as Danish Royal Academy of Music, Latvian J. Vitols
Academy of Music and the Higher Conservatory of Music of Vigo.

Pianisté Marija Mirovska gimé Charkove (Ukraina). 2000 m. su pagyrimu baigé Rusijos Gnesiny
muzikos akademija (Maskva), o 2002 m. kaip koncertuojanti pianisté, — Sios akademijos aspiranttirg. Nuo 2011-
yjy mety pianisté gyvena Vilniuje, dirba Lietuvos muzikos ir teatro akademijoje, yra Lietuvos muziky sajungos
naré. Nuo 1998 mety M. Mirovska bendradarbiavo su Maskvos valstybine akademine filharmonija: koncertavo
kaip solisté, grojo ansamblio Klassik (puéiamyjy instrumenty kvintetas su fortepijonu) bei kamerinio orkestro
Ekselente (vad. J. Nepalo) sudétyse. Atlikéja daznai koncertuoja jvairiose Lietuvos, Latvijos, Lenkijos, Estijos,
Ukrainos, Rusijos, Vokietijos, Sveicarijos, Italijos, Ispanijos koncerty salése, groja solo su jvairiais orkestrais,
pasirodo kameriniy ansambliy sudétyse. 1998 m. Berno radijuje (Sveicarija) pianisté jrasé pluoita W. A. Mozarto
ir F. Chopino kiriniy.

Pianist Maria Mirovska was born in Kharkov (Ukraine). In 2000 she graduated with honors from the
Moscow Gnesin Academy of Music, where in 2002 finished her post-graduate studies as a concert pianist. Since
2011, the pianist has lived in Vilnius, works at the Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theater, and is a member of
the Lithuanian Musicians’ Union. Since 1998, M. Mirovska has collaborated with the Moscow State Academic
Philharmonic: she has performed as a soloist, played in the Moscow Classic ensemble (wind quintet with piano)
and with the chamber orchestra Excelente (conductor E. Nepalo). The performer often gives solo and chamber
concerts in various concert halls of Lithuania, Latvia, Poland, Estonia, Ukraine, Russia, Germany, Switzerland,
Italy, Spain, plays solo with various orchestras, and performs in chamber ensembles. In 1998, at the Bern Radio
(Switzerland), the pianist recorded several compositions of Mozart and Chopin.

Camille’s Saint-Saéns’o Sonata klarnetui ir fortepijonui, op. 167 (Es-dur) buvo sukurta 1921 m. Ji —
vienas paskutiniy kompozitoriaus sukurty kiriniy. Tai yra antroji Sonata is trijy Sonaty, kurias kompozitorius tais
paciais metais sukiiré trims puciamiesiems instrumentams: obojui ir fortepijonui (op. 166), ir Sonata fagotui ir



fortepijonui (op. 168). Sj kiirinj C. Saint-Saéns’as dedikavo Zymiam to meto atlikéjui — klarnetininkui Auguste
Perier, kuris garséjo virtuoziskumu, ypatingais techniniais gebéjimais.

Sonatg sudaro keturios dalys: Allegretto, Allegro animato (Scherzo), Lento, Molto allegro. Pirmosios dalies
pirmoji tema — tai rami melodija, kuri prisijungia prie lygiy jzanginiy fortepijono astuntiniy naty. PO energingos
vidurinés dalies grizta pirmoji tema, Kuria pabaigiama pirmoji dalis. Antroji dalis — trijy daliy formos $velnusis
scherzo, pripildytas elegantisko jausmingumo. Trecioji dalis Lento — tamsios ir slegian¢ios nuotaikos prisodrinta
atmosfera, perauganti j jautry ir subtily piano antroje dalies pus¢je, taCiau gana greitai, beveik nejuntamai
(attacca) pereina | ketvirtgjg — Molto allegro — dalj. Paskutinioji sonatos dalis leidzia klarnetininkui atskleisti
virtuozines galimybes, kol galiausiai sugrjzta lyriska ir nostalgiska (tarsi viso kiirinio apibendrinimas) pirmosios
dalies pirmoji tema.

Francis Poulenc’as Sonatg Klarnetui ir fortepijonui, FP 184 baigé kurti pries pat (staigia) mirtj 1963-iyjy
pradzioje... Todél kuirinys suskambgjo jau po kompozitoriaus mirties. Premjerg atliko to meto muzikos jzymybés
— Benny Goodmanas (klarnetas) ir Leonardas Bernsteinas (fortepijonas). Nors Sonatg autorius dedikavo kito
Zymaus pranciizy kompozitoriaus Arthuro Honegger’io atminimui, premjeroje sklandé paties F. Poulenco
pagerbimo nuotaikos. Sonata tarsi apibendrina jo kiiryba pirmoje ir antroje dalyje atskleisdama asmenybés brandg
ir religinio pasiS$ventimo uzuominas, o tre¢ioje dalyje jos muzika tarytum sugrazina visus j pa$élusia, nertipestinga
jaunyste. Vienas apzvalgininky $ia Sonatq pavadino gulbés giesme, Zavinga kaip ir visa jo muzika. (Parengta
pagal Laimutés Ligeikaités tekstq)

Aaron’o Koplend’o Sonata klarnetui ir fortepijonui. Kompozitorius $ig Sonatqg dedikavo savo draugui
leitenantui Harry H. Dunhamui, kuris Zuvo masyje Ramiojo vandenyno pietuose 1943 m.

A. Koplend’as: kai kurios Amerikos liaudies melodijy savybés tapo dalimi mano paties komponavimo
stiliaus, kas atsispindi Sioje sonatoje. Jg sudaro jprastos trys dalys, is kuriy dvi paskutinés yra grojamos be
pauzes.

Remiantis autobiografine A. Koplend’o knyga (Aaron Copland: The Life and Work of an Uncommon
Man), A. Koplend’as 1980 m., konsultuodamasis su dviem klarnetininkais (T. Paradiseir M. Webster’iu) pats
sukdré Sonatos transkripcija i§ versijos smuikui ir fortepijonui j versija klarnetui ir fortepijonui. 1970 m.
klarnetininkas Timothy Paradise savarankiskai atliko Sio kairinio transkripcija, 0 Michael’is Webster’is 1986 m.
atliko oficialia A. Koplend’o kirinio transkripcijos versija vieSai premjeroje Su pianistu Barry’iu Snyder’iu.
Pastaroji versija su nezymiais pakeitimais (transponavimas j tercija Zemesn¢ tonacija, taip pat — kai kuriose
vietose i§ keleto naty, skirty atlikti smuiku, klarnetui paliekant vieng nata...) buvo publikuota 1988 m.
Boosey&Hawkes leidykloje.

Leonard’ Bernstain’o Sonata klarnetui ir fortepijonui (~ 10 min. trukmés) sudaryta i§ dvejy daliy.
Pirmoji — trumpas Grazioso, kuris susideda i$ $velniy ir lyriniy refleksijy bei uzuominy j Hindemitiskq harmonija,
kuping dZiazo ritmy. Andantino — jaudinanti dziazo, Sokio ir Koplend’o stiliaus samplaika. Kompozitorius
P. Hindemitas (buves 1940 m. reziduojan¢iu Tangelvudo / Tanglewood festivalio kompozitoriumi) apie §j kiirinj
atsiliepé kaip apie subtiliai uzsimenantj apie Koplend'o jtakq, taciau tobulg kirinj, kuris labai tiko ,,Tangelvudo
festivalio “ idilinei atmosferai. Premjera atliko klarnetininkas David’as Glazer’is ir Leonard’as Bernstein’as.

Camille Saint-Saéns. Sonata for Clarinet and Piano in E-flat major, Op. 167

The Clarinet Sonata in Eb major, Op. 167, was written in 1921 as one of the lastcomporer’s works. This
clarinet Sonata is the second of the three sonatas that Saint-Saéns wrote for wind instruments, which are the Oboe
Sonata (Op. 166) and the Bassoon Sonata (Op. 168), written during the same year. The work was dedicated to
Auguste Perier, a player that was known as highly technically skilled. The Sonata has four movements. The
opening theme of the first movement is a calm melody on top of consistent eighth notes played by the piano. The
movement takes its time to develop, but returns to the initial theme to conclude. A Scherzo movement comes
next, taking up A-flat Major, and then Saint-Saéns provides a Lento in the dark key of E-flat minor; its steady half
notes create a slow, heavy and especially in the second half — a sensitive atmosphere. The Molto Allegro, fourth
movement, that follows gives the clarinetist a chance to show virtuosity. Lastly, the original theme from the first
movement returns to finish the piece.

Francis Poulenc. Sonata for Clarinet and Piano, FP 184

The Sonata for Clarinet and Piano was among Poulenc’s final works and, like his Oboe Sonata, it dates
from the summer of 1962. He dedicated the Clarinet Sonata to the memory of Arthur Honegger, a fellow member
of Les Six. Instead of following classical German sonata form, Poulenc’s piece takes inspiration from the less



rigid 18th-century French sonatas of Couperin and Rameau. The contradictory tempo marking of the first
movement, Allegro tristamente (cheerful and sad), foretells the ironic fun and apposition of musical character on
which the work is based. The melancholic clarinet melody in the gentle Romanza, which follows, provides the
essential thematic material from which the composer weaves his sad second movement. The finale finds Poulenc
at his most rambunctious — from percussive piano passages and impulsive clarinet commentary at the start to the
almost impolite ending flourish.

Leonard Bernstein. Sonata for Clarinet and Piano

The Bernstein Sonata for Clarinet and Piano is about 10 minutes in length and is divided into two
movements. The first is a brief, linear Grazioso which consists of natural growth combined with tender lyrical
reflection, with a hint of Hindemithian harmony, full of jazzy rhythms. The Andantino, with its moving bass and
syncopation, is an exciting mix of jazz, dance and hints of Copland style. Hindemith, who was the composer-in-
residence at Tanglewood in 1940, subtly hinting at the influence of Copland, remarked that the Bernstein Sonata
was perfection, and especially appreciated in the idyllic Tanglewood atmosphere. The premiere was performed by
David Glazer on clarinet and Leonard Bernstein on piano.

Aaron Copland. Sonata for Clarinet and Piano

Copland dedicated his Sonata to the memory of his friend Lieutenant Harry H. Dunham, who died in
combat in the South Pacific in 1943. Copland recalled about his work on the piece: Certain qualities of the
American folk tune had become part of my natural style of composing, and they are echoed in the Sonata. It is
composed in the usual three movements, with the last two to be played without pause. According to biographer
Howard Pollack, Copland himself transcribed the Sonata for Violin and Piano for clarinet and piano in 1980, in
consultation with two clarinetists: Timothy Paradise, who had made his own transcription in the late 1970s, and
Michael Webster, who ultimately gave the official premiere of Copland’s transcription with Barry Snyder in
1986. Very few changes are made besides the transposition down a major third, and adjustments to remove the
simultaneous notes from the violin part. The work in this version was published in 1988.
